Welcome & Introductions -- Ryan Calhoun

· Meeting called to order at 6:10 p.m.
· Introduction of Officers
· Review of Actions to Date
· Developers hosted a meeting in the fall of 2010 to establish an HOA or turn the development over to a management organization
· At that meeting, a vote was held and passed to establish the association and first officers
· To officially establish the association, bylaws must be created and approved
Review of Bylaw - Kim Harken

· A summary of the bylaws were provided along with copies of the proposed bylaws
· Per the restrictions, to pass the bylaws, we need to receive 3/4 affirmative votes from all lot and homeowners
Proposed Budget - David Vrabel

· The Board of Trustees recommends dues of $50. This budget will include mowing, additional landscaping maintenance (front entrance), insurance, money for subcommittees, social activities, etc
· Once bylaws are passed and association is officially formed, we will distribute statements for the dues
· The association will operate on a “dual signature” checking account which requires two officers signatures per check
Open Discussion Items:
· Make sure the developer provides the association with paperwork for the retention pond
· Neighborhood Park -- Majority of homeowners in attendance are interested in the association looking into the cost / process for creating a park once the association is created
· The trustees will look into the lien associated with homeowner properties based on the Wilhelm Road Bridge Development and provide an update to homeowners
Vote:
· A vote was held to pass the 2011 HOA dues of $50 per homeowner. An affirmative majority was received
· Homeowners in attendance voted on the bylaws. At the meeting 29 affirmative votes and 0 no votes were received. The group will now work to receive the 3/4 affirmative votes from all homeowners to officially pass the bylaws and start the association
Additional Information:
Radnor Rd / Wilhelm Rd Intersection

· According to our city council representative, the Wilhelm Rd bridge will be completed by the end of October 2011
· The improvements to the Radnor Rd intersection will not bid until 2012 and be completed in 2013. A roundabout is still being looked at but a decision has not been made
· Homeowners discussed concerns with the additional traffic from Wilhelm Rd without improving the Radnor Rd / Alta Rd intersection
